NOTIFICATION

No. SEC/MC-2025/C.R.7/D.6.— Whereas, under the provisions of sub-section (3) of Section 5
of the Maharashtra Municipal Corporations Act, 1949, as amended by the Maharashtra Act No.
21 of 2022 dated 11th March 2022, for the purpose of conducting elections of councillors of
Municipal Corporation, each city shall be divided into such number of wards with such boundaries
as may be specified by the State Government from time to time through a Notification in the
Official Gazette with the approval of the State Election Commissioner ;

And whereas, the minimum and maximum number of Councillors to be elected in a Municipal
Corporation has been determined under Maharashtra Act No. 43 of 2022 dated 8th September
2022 ;

And whereas, vide Maharashtra Act No. 23 of 2024 dated 18th March 2024 Section 5 of the
Maharashtra Municipal Corporations Act, 1949 has been amended to provide that, for the purposes
of general elections, each ward shall elect, where practicable, not more than four Councillors,
not less than three, and not more than five;

And whereas, the Hon’ble Supreme Court, by its order dated 6th May 2025 in Special Leave
Petition No. 19756/2021, has directed that elections to local self-government bodies must be
conducted immediately, and such elections shall be subject to the outcome of the said petition ;

And whereas, the election process for Municipal Corporations includes three major
stages (1) Delimitation of wards and determination of reservation, (2) Division of Assembly
- electoral rolls ward-wise ; and (3) Actual conduct of elections, each of which involves several
sub-stages.

And whereas, considering the time required to complete the various stages and sub-stages
of the election process and the directions of the Hon’ble Supreme Court, it is imperative to
commence the election process without delay; in accordance with the aforesaid amendments to
the Maharashtra Municipal Corporations Act and by virtue of the referenced order, the State
Government has delegated its authority to carry out the delimitation of wards for Class “D”
Municipal Corporations to the concerned District Collectors ;

And whereas, to ensure that the delimitation and reservation process for Class “D”
Municipal Corporations is completed within the prescribed timeframe and elections are conducted
promptly, it is necessary to delegate the powers of the State Election Commission to the respective
Divisional Commissioners ;

Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Article 243ZA of the Constitution of India,
section 14 of the Maharashtra Municipal Corporations Act, 1949, and other enabling provisions,
the State Election Commission, Maharashtra, hereby delegates its powers under sections 5(3)
and 5A of the Maharashtra Municipal Corporations Act to the Concerned Divisional Commissioners
for the purpose of delimitation of wards mentioning number of councillors, and the reservation
of seats for the general elections to the following Class “I)” Municipal Corporations.

The concerned Divisional Commissioners shall not delegate these powers to any sub-ordinate
officer.

While discharging these election-related duties, utmost care and caution, as is observed
during Lok Sabha and State Assembly elections, must be exercised. It is imperative that the
sanctity of the election process is maintained and that the elections are conducted in a free, fair,
and transparent manner. This responsibility shall rest with the concerned Divisional
Commissioners and Municipal Commissioners.

NOTIFICATION

No. SEC/MC-2025/C.R.5/D.6.— Whereas, as per the provisions of sub-section (I)}a) of
section 10 of the Maharashtra Municipal Councils, Nagar Panchayats and Industrial Townships
Act, 1965, as amended by the Maharashtra Act No. 21 of 2022, it has been stipulated that each
municipal area shall be divided into wards, and the number and boundaries of such wards shall
be specified by the State Government from time to time through a Notification published in the
Official Gazette, with the approval of the State Election Commissioner ;

And whereas, under Maharashtra Act No. 10 of 2022, dated 25th January 2022 the number
of Councillors for each ward in a Municipal Council has been determined;

And whereas, under Maharashtra Act No. 12 of 2022, dated 25th January 2022 the total
number of elected Councillors in a Municipal Council has also been fixed ;

And whereas, the Hon'’ble Supreme Court, by its order, dated May 6, 2025, in Special Leave
Petition No.19756/2021, has directed that elections to local self-government bodies must be
conducted without delay, and that such elections shall be subject to the final outcome of the said
petition ;

And whereas, the election process for Municipal Councils and Nagar Panchayats consists
of three key stages (I) Delimitation of wards and determination of reservations ; (2) Division of
the Assembly Electoral Roll ward-wise; and (3} Conduct of actual elections each of which involves
multiple sub-stages ;

And whereas, considering the time required to complete the various stages and sub-stages
of the election process for Municipal Councils and Nagar Panchayats, as well as the directions of
the Hon’ble Supreme Court, it is necessary to commence the election process immediately ; in
accordance with the aforementioned amendments to the Maharashtra Municipal Councils, Nagar
Panchayats and Industrial Townships Act, the State Government has, through the relevant
Government Orders, delegated to the concerned District Collectors the powers of the Government
to determine the delimitation of wards in respect of Municipal Councils and Nagar Panchayats ;

And whereas, in order to complete the processes of ward delimitation and reservation
within the stipulated timeframe and to conduct elections without delay, it has become necessary
to confer the powers of the State Election Commission to the concerned Divisional Commissioners.

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Article 243 ZA of the Constitution of
India and Section 10A of the Maharashtra Municipal Councils, Nagar Panchayats and Industrial
Townships Act, 1965 alongwith other enabling provisions, the State Election Commission,
Maharashtra, hereby delegates its powers under sections 10 and 341B of the said Act to the
respective Divisional Commissioners for the purpose of conducting general elections to Municipal
Councils and Nagar Panchayats, including delimitation of ward boundaries and determination of
reservations.

The concerned Divisional Commissioners shall not delegate these powers to any officer
sub-ordinate to them.
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While conducting these elections, all due care and diligence must be taken, as is done during
the elections to the Lok Sabha and the State Legislative Assembly. It is of utmost importance
that the sanctity of the election process is upheld, and that the process is conducted in a free,
fair, and transparent manner. The concerned District Collectors and Chief Officers shall ensure
strict compliance with these requirements.
